Menachem Daum, the son of holocaust survivors and
a New York Orthodox Jew, worries that both of his
sons, full time yeshiva students who live with their
families in Israel, are becoming seduced to intoler-
ance by their religious studies. To open their per-
spectives just a little he sets off with his wife Rifka
and both sons, Tzvi Dovid and Akiva, to visit the
Polish towns where his parents grew up and to try
to find the Catholic farmers who hid his father -in-
law from the Germans.
